3.2 Secure the beams,Door Header and studs with 3" and 5" wood screws.

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Fascias Assembly

5.1 Assemble the fascias using 1 x 6 lumber. 

5.2 Secure the fascias with 2" wood screws.

STEP 6

Metal Roof Assembly

6.1 Assemble the PBR panels in 10'-5" x 15'-11" roof area.

6.2 Assemble the eave flashing EF-3 according to node 1 below.

6.3 Assemble the gable rake GR-6 according to node 2 below.

6.4 Assemble the Hip cap RC-7 according to node 3 below.

6.5 Secure the PBR panels, eave flashing, gable rake and high side eave with #9x1-1/2 screw and 
#12x1-1/2 screw.
